Summary:  SWA were invited to submit design proposals to extend the existing Village Hall, under a limited design 


competition; and were subsequently selected & appointed. The existing main hall was kept and refurbished, with all-new 


high-performance replacement windows throughout. An all-new Second Hall was built, with an enlarged, re-planned & re-


fitted kitchen serving both Halls. The existing entrance lobby, circulation was re-planned and existing and existing WCs re-


planned & replaced. Existing services were largely replaced, including full replacement of the septic tank drainage field. 
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
